How to Use your GP 

Simply telephone the surgery and ask to 
see or speak to one of the Doctors or 
Nurses.  If they are not available, they 
will always ring you back later.  In an 
emergency, at any time of the day or 
night, you can telephone your usual 
surgery number.  You may be put 
through or asked to ring another number 
out of normal working hours.   

There is always a doctor on call for your 
surgery, but he/she may be covering 
from another area.
